Perspectives on Fear: Saskia Verlaan 
· Work backwards to create a list of the components that Verlaan into which chose to break the concept of “fear.” 
· For each of those components that you listed, write how she linked each section with a new understanding of some aspect of fear.
· The image of shoe boxes appears in the fourth paragraph and then again later in Verlaan’s essay. What do you think she came to understand about her “ideal shoebox logic”? Why is a shoebox and apt metaphor in this case? 
· Turn to the “rats” section of Verlaan’s essay (paragraphs 17-22). Note how Verlaan breaks down that section. Remember that her purpose is to learn something about fear and self-development. Make notes in the margins of that section; name just what she does in each of the six paragraphs. Explain how she interprets the encounter. 
· Explain the relationship among fear, jagged perspectives and self-development. Be ready to explain this relationship. 
· Identify the thesis statement of this piece. What qualities make you confident that this is a viable thesis statement?
